Access to additional facilities will be introduced as required.
resources:
Access to existing School computers and technical equipment. This access is not on a preferred basis, and so must be negotiated with other users. 
description:
This course is to provide students with an environment where they can develop significant professional skills of relevance to their graduate careers. This includes project management, collaboration, self directed research, reflective practice, and self assessment. The emphasis within this course is on the development of these skills in the contexts of their use, and not on finished projects.
learning objectives:
Students will learn how to reflect on and evaluate their own professional practice, the basics of collaborative work skills and professional research, and the identification of relevant milestones in project development.
learning experiences:
Students will participate in class seminars and workshops, as well as undertake independent meetings and research. This work will combine individual activities with group work.
Process based tasks and learning will be emphasised throughout this course. This will mean students will be taught how to begin to describe and articulate what is being done, and why, in terms of their own learning, research, and works ‘styles’.
Students will begin to be able to describe their strengths and weaknesses in terms of professional practice in the context of project based work.  
assessment
Students must complete a number of tasks to pass the course. These tasks are indicated below. 
1. Collaborate successfully in a project and document the nature of this collaboration.
2. Maintain a journal throughout the semester.
3.  Successfully develop and publish a project (to be determined).
assessment tasks
Project participation 40%
Journal  and exegetical summary 40%
Project outcomes 20% 

assessment criteria
Criteria for each assessment task will be variable, in some cases it will be self defined, in others an assessment matrix and protocol will be provided in classes.

submission of work
A participation diary will be submitted during the last class of the course. This will include a 500 to 1000 word summary of the diary.
The project journal will be submitted on completion of the project.
The project will be completed by the week beginning October 27.  
grades:
Fail (less than 50%), Pass (50 – 59%), Credit (60 - 69%), Distinction (70-79%) and High Distinction (80 - 100%).
reading
Students will be required to undertake research within their project teams according to their project brief.
plagiarism:
The presentation of the work, idea or creation of another person as though it is your own. It is a form of cheating and is a very serious academic offence that may lead to expulsion from the University. Plagiarised material can be drawn from, and presented in, written, graphic and visual form, including electronic data, and oral presentations. Plagiarism occurs when the origin of the material used is not appropriately cited.
Examples of plagiarism include:
Copying sentences or paragraphs word-for-word from one or more sources, whether published or unpublished, which could include but is not limited to books, journals, reports, theses, websites, conference papers, course notes, etc. without proper citation;
Closely paraphrasing sentences, paragraphs, ideas or themes without proper citation;
Piecing together text from one or more sources and adding only linking sentences;
Copying or submitting whole or parts of computer files without acknowledging their source;
Copying designs or works of art and submitting them as your original work;
Copying a whole or any part of another student's work; and
Submitting work as your own that someone else has done for you.
Enabling Plagiarism: the act of assisting or allowing another person to plagiarise or to copy your own work.
